Ten Thousand Birds brings this history vividly to life through 
the work and achievements of those who advanced the 
fi eld. Drawing on a wealth of archival material and in-depth 
interviews, this fascinating book reveals how research on 
birds has contributed more to our understanding of animal 
biology than just about any other group of organisms.
